can confidently make gifts beyond anything we have given before.

Reducing or eliminating the debt would free up to $2.7 million a year to then
“proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor” - the gospel—to so many in our world
who are prisoners of darkness because they don’'t know God’s grace. The
closer we get to achieving our goal with this offering, the more resources we
will have to carry out our ministry.
