
 

ñMy sheep listen to my voice. I know them, and they follow me. I give them 
eternal life, and they shall never perish. No one can snatch them out of my 
hand.ò John 10:27 

A familiar slogan is ñletting the fox guard the chickens.ò Another version of it 
speaks of ñthe wolf watching over the sheep.ò It refers to the trouble that is 
bound to come when thereôs a conflict of interest, when you give a position of 
responsibility to someone whoôs going to exploit the ones entrusted to his 
care. A fox will feast on the chickens; a wolf will tear into the sheep. 

Satan wants to devour believers in Jesus Christ. What a stroke of fortune for 
Satan if he can have leaders in the Church, pastors and teachers, who are 
serving his aim of devouring Christiansô faith. Such church leaders are    
teaching falsely and undermining the gospel of Jesus Christ, actually leading 
people away from putting their complete trust in the Lord for salvation. This 
was the nightmare of the Middle Ages of Europe, a time when church leaders 
were hiding from the parishioners the truths of Scripture and teaching them to 
believe that their good deeds or church works were necessary to be saved. 
The sheep were being ravaged, left without the sure comfort of the gospel that 
Christ had paid for their sins in full and had won for them the gift of eternal life, 
theirs by faith alone. 

The Lord Jesus stepped in on behalf of his people. We call this event of      
history, ñthe Reformation.ò He used a man named Martin Luther to bring back 
into the open the light of the Bible and its beautiful message that ñIt is by grace 
you have been saved, through faith ï and this not from yourselves, it is the gift 
of God ïnot by works, so that no one can boast.ò Ephesians 2:8,9  What a 
blessed act of Christ to restore to people the message of grace and free and 
full salvation. Once again, the people could rejoice in the Lord and say, ñSince 
we have been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord  
Jesus Christ!ò Romans 5:1 

This month we again recall the Reformation of the Church. On October 28, we 
will do so in our Sunday morning worship, as well as in a WELS Reformation 
Rally, 4 p.m., at Redeemer Lutheran Church, St. Croix Falls. It is our privilege 
to thank Jesus Christ for faithfully carrying out his role as the Good Shepherd. 
To this day, Jesus keeps his people in faith by preserving for them and 
preaching to them the Gospel in its truth and purity. Thatôs what Jesus is doing 
for you. In gratitude for his shepherding work that protects you from the wiles 
of the devil,  hear his Word and work together to spread its truths from age to 
age and shore to shore.
