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A message from Pastor Kock

Luke 24:1-6 “On the first day of the week, very early in the morning, the
women took the spices they had prepared and went to the tomb. They found
the stone rolled away from the tomb, but when they entered, they did not
find the body of the Lord Jesus. While they were wondering about this,
suddenly two men in clothes that gleamed like lightning stood beside them.
In their fright the women bowed down with their faces to the ground, but
the men said to them, “"Why do you look for the living among the dead? He
is not here; he has risen.”

Do you notice the attention our society gives to the Egyptian pyramids?
Kids in elementary school are taught detailed information about the burial
places of the Egyptian Pharaohs. Apparently, the Egyptian rulers made sure
that many of their valuable possessions went along with them into the
pyramid tomb, as well as many of their servants! They filled their tombs with
gold scepters, silver utensils, crowns and rings, weapons, clothes, and
people. Their tombs are full. But what good are they, other than to serve as
tourist sites? What can a mummy do for your life, other than raise a few
gasps as you see one, such as at the Minnesota Science Museum?

How different is the tomb of Jesus. It is empty. There is nothing in it
(assuming the few burial cloths once wrapped around Jesus’ body have been
removed). Jesus’ body is not in the tomb. There are no diamonds or gold
bricks or royal clothes — he never possessed them on earth. He died a beg-
gar; even his outer cloak was taken from him at his crucifixion.

Yet Jesus’ empty tomb has more value for us than all the tombs of the
Pharaohs. For the empty tomb testifies that Jesus has risen. And the fact of
his resurrection proves he is the Son of God and his death on the cross was
the sacrifice that paid for the sins of the world. Because Jesus has risen your
sins are forgiven and eternal life is yours through faith in him.

Jesus’ tomb is not a tourist site. Even if excavators could unearth it, they
would find no valuable treasures. You have to look elsewhere to find them.
You must look to the risen Lord and to his Gospel, that proclaims, “Because I
live, you will live also.”

Hi to all from Apacheland,

We arrived in Mesa, AR the last week of October and stayed at Trail Riders RV Park until Feb
13, 2005. We went to Pilgrim Church where Pastor Kock’s uncle and Jim Finster’s mother
attends services.

On January 21st, we left for Tucson and stayed overnight at Jeff and Lori’s mother’s house.
On Saturday we rode with Jeff, Lori and MaryAnn (Mission to the Children workers) in the van to
Mexico.

We went 150 miles into Mexico, and 60 of those miles were over some very slippery and
rough roads. Bridges were out so one place we had to go around them and back up on the road.
It had rained hard two days before we went.

Along the way we stopped at six different villages. Some were very small and dirty, others
were much larger and cleaner. We did not go to the homes like we did the first time. People
gathered outside at some places instead of inside. It was a beautiful day. The people stand or sit
and wait their turn for food coupons. The quilts were made at church back home were handed
out at this one very poor village. They also got knitted caps and other clothing.

We left at 6:30 am from Tucson and got to our house at 6:00 pm. Long day, but a very
rewarding one. We stayed in Atil which is where Pastor Ralph Martens spends some time
preaching the gospel. They are now looking for another Spanish-speaking pastor to stay there.
Very nice house after months of repair. Big yard with lots of potential for a church, living quarters,
classrooms, Pastor’s study and more. Really a big house! The children did have a Bible lesson
there from a pastor who comes to that area once a month with Jeff and Lori. But he lives not far
from the house.

Sunday, we ate breakfast and headed back to Sasabe where we had dinner at Ben and
Patricia’s house. We left there for the border and Tucson and by 3 pm we were back to Mesa.
Another long day.

Here at East Fork there are nine RV’s and two couples will be in the old girl’s dorm. As of now
the ACTS (the Apache seminary) students are also using it. Two of the builders are working on
another building which is bigger and can house three apartments along with the offices for the
ACTS students, etc. There are three students studying to become pastors. One led the Lenten
service at the WELS Open Bible Church in Whiteriver Wednesday evening.

The other builders are adding a 700-foot addition unto the Open Bible Church. A cry room,
pastor’s office, bathroom and small sacristy will all be added. They started February 15th and the
rafters are already up. There are holes for the windows and doors cut and they are ready, just
waiting for shingles. They are ahead of schedule and the project is to be finished April 9th.

The gals seem to keep busy doing our normal everyday duties. Pat Parker, Mary Ellen Doe and
| are helping teachers at the grade school a few hours everyday. We plan to quilt but have only
finished one so far. We have been to an Apache pot-luck. It was their Ladies Aid Meeting. Gals
will be sanding, staining and varnishing the woodwork soon.

We are doing
well. Pray that all is swell with everyone there too.
