taken of the American soldiers planting the American flag on the island of 

Iwo Jima during this agonizing battle of World War II. A recent movie,

One of the most frequent symbols or pictures of our Christian faith is 
that of Jesus Christ on the cross.  Each year we devote special attention 

to the event of Jesus’ suffering and death. We gather for Lenten  
Wednesday services and read the harmony of the gospels on the passion 
of Jesus Christ. There is nothing out of order about our devotion to Christ 

crucified. Jesus truly gave his life into death on the cross to atone for the 
sins of the world. He climbed the mountain of Calvary and by himself   
endured the punishment of our sins. He died and rose.  

 
It is right that we continually go to the event of the cross and see the 

sacrifice made to defeat our enemy the devil, to cancel the debt of our 

damning sins and win our freedom and forgiveness. Jesus is worthy of 
our worship, love, and dedication. For on the hill of Calvary was planted 
the “Cross of our Savior.”

ponder the sacrifice of Christ for you. Do more than look at a picture: 

with a repentant heart - grieving over your sins - and with a believing 
heart - rejoicing in the victory achieved by the Son of God - worship the 
Lord Jesus Christ.
