Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain con-
ceit, but in humility consider others better than 
yourselves. Each of you should look not only to 
your own interests, but also to the interests of 
others. Your attitude should be the same as 
that of Christ Jesus.” Philippians 2:1-5  

While on earth, Jesus could have chosen to 
live a life of staying away from people in diffi-
cult situations but he did just the opposite: he 
lived each day looking for people in need, peo-
ple in need of compassion and help. Do you 
think he met the ten lepers by accident, or that 
it was just coincidence that he passed by the 
roadside where blind Bartimaus sat, or that it 
was just a random act of kindness that he gave 
comfort to the widow of Nain whose only son 
had died?     

.Jesus came to show compassion, to one and 

all, also to us. The greatest act of his compas-
sion was his death on the cross that obtained 
for us the forgiveness of sins and the promise 
of God’s faithful love for our every need. 

Jesus does not want us to stay away from diffi-
cult situations. He put us here not to hide be-
hind the walls of our homes but to get out there 
with people and find those to whom we can 
show compassion – those with broken hearts 
or broken marriages or broken health or bro-
ken down financial situations. He put us here

to show his compassion, the compassion of a 
loving God, on broken lives shattered by sin 
and headed for hell. Does anyone close to 
home come to mind, or anyone of church, or 
work?  

Have the attitude of Christ Jesus – a loving at-
titude for the souls of all those with whom you 
come into contact during the day. Go out there 
and find people to whom you can show com-
passion.
