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Academy Ministries, of the importance of touch to children. In a South American
orphanage, there was not enough staff to adequately care for 97 children, ages 3
months to 3 years. Nurses changed diapers and fed and bathed the children, but
there was little time to hold, touch, and talk to them as a parent would. Twenty-
seven children died the first year, not from lack of food or health care, but from
nurture. After a few years, only 21 of the 97 had
survived, and of them most had suffered serious psychological damage. Children
died because of a lack of human touch and love.

We all would have died spiritually and eternally if given no divine touch and love.

We live to touch other human lives with
the love of Christ, and with our own hands of care, mercy, and love.
